Our 

ability to fill requests depends on what 

books we have in-stock at the time your 

request is filled.  Go ahead and ask us 

for any subject/author even if it is not 

listed below, because you might just get 

lucky!

 We ship our packages via United 

States Postal Service, “media mail” 

rate.  
 Please write to us no more than 

once every 6 months, because we 

have a limited budget.

 We do not send books to California, 

Illinois, Maryland (except Jessup, 

Cumberland, & Hagerstown), 

Michigan, Nevada, Texas, & certain 

individual prisons. 
 

 
WHO WAS LUCY PARSONS? 

 
Lucy Parsons (1853 - 1942) was a 

radical American labor organizer, 

anarchist, and remembered as a 

powerful public speaker.  She was born 

in Texas (likely as a slave) to the 

parents of Native American, African 

American, and Mexican ancestry.  

Because of her singular fight against 

social and economic oppression, Lucy 

led a controversial life.  Lucy Parsons 

always kept a sharp eye on the social 

revolution that she was convinced was 

necessary to change what she saw as 

the glaring excesses of the oppressive 

capitalist system. 
 

Lucy Parsons was a fearless 

revolutionary. 
 

The legacy of late Lucy is alive in the 

Boston area where, one can find the 

Lucy Parsons Center, a bookstore and 

gathering place for a wide range of 

anarchists, political radicals, activists, 

and generally concerned citizens.
